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Abstract

Introduction. The paper focuses on the genre of a maiden speech, which
is the first official speech of a newly elected Member of Parliament. The
relevance of the research is due to the fact that no special studies of this
genre have been presented in the linguistic literature so far.

Aim. The study aims at discovering and describing the functional features
of a maiden speech.

Research methods and materials. The methods used in the work include
the descriptive method, the methods of discursive, contextual, functional
and stylistic analyses. The research material is represented by 80 texts
containing maiden speeches extracted by a continuous sampling method
from the transcripts of the UK Parliament sessions for December 2019 —
February 2020.

Results. As a result of the study, the following main functions of a maiden
speech are identified: the functions of presentation, social identification and
solidarity, the performative function, the functions of orientation, differentia-
tion and confrontation. Special features and means of implementing each
of the functions are considered. It is concluded that a maiden speech is a
“hybrid” speech genre, in which the signs of ritual genres are combined with
the signs of orientational genres; the features of agonal genres can also be
found in a maiden speech.

The scientific novelty of this study lies in the functional approach to the
description of the speech genre under consideration.

The practical significance of the paper is determined by the fact that its re-
sults can be used in the courses of lectures on political linguistics, discourse
theory, genre studies and rhetorics.

I became the first ever black
chair of the Labour Women’s Network, and I mentor and
train many women like me, who do not normally get a chance
in politics.

One of
my early mentors in politics, a former Member of this House,
the late Eric Forth, once said to me that the most powerful
question in politics is simply “why?” So let me put it this
way: why would we take people’s homes, cut their farms in
two, blight the landscape, destroy 108 ancient woodlands
and risk the chalk streams of the Chilterns, all for a 60p
return on every pound spent and no benefit to my constituents,
when other solutions exist? It is my passionate belief that
our countryside is the defining feature of our United Kingdom.
There may be those who believe it is somewhere to occasionally
go for the weekend, and what does it matter if we build over
it or slam a new railway through the middle, but they are
wrong, for when it is gone, it will be gone forever.

(12) Nadia Whittome (Lab): The Queen’s Speech talks
about investment, and rightly so, but we have heard enough
empty promises that are worth less than the paper they are
written on. Jobs without decent incomes, security and a
future are creating the new poverty. The new poverty in
Britain is people in work. These are the parents of the chil-
dren going to bed hungry. They are the people who cannot
wait five years for the next election to get rid of a Government
who do not stand up for them. That is why I support all those
fighting for dignity and pay here and now, including the
Deliveroo riders in Nottingham, some of whom are going
home at the end of the day having earned less than the
minimum wage per hour, the Uber drivers who refuse to
accept poverty wages, and the Nottingham College teachers
organising against unfair contracts. These are the people
who refuse to be divided by this Government. They show us
how to win by uniting and fighting back together: black and
white, British and migrants, the people the Prime Minister
calls “bum boys” and “letterboxes”. This is why I will cam-
paign for the rights of working-class people to defend them-
selves. When the Government threaten to further limit our
right to organise and strike, which is already one of the most
restrictive in Europe, we will fight back.

Our burning planet cannot wait another five years for
us to urgently address the climate emergency. Any invest-
ment plan that does not have climate justice at its very core
is a plan for disaster. Meanwhile, as the planet approach-
es breaking point, so called anti-terrorist programmes are
used to criminalise those who defend it. My generation wants
a future. We want a planet we can live on, and wages we
can live on. We want opportunities that make life worth
living, and let me tell you something: if you don’t let us
dream, we won’t let you sleep.
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
